In 1915, inspired by the poem "In Flanders Fields,"
Moina Michael conceived of an idea to wear red
poppies on Memorial Day in honor of those who
died serving the nation during war. She sold
poppies to her friends and co-workers, donating
the money to servicemen in need. This fradition
spread to other countries. In 1921, the Franco-
American Children's League sold poppies to
benefit war orphans of France and Belgium. The
League disbanded a year later and the VFW was
approached for help. Shortly before Memorial Day
in 1922 the VFW became the first veterans'
organization to sell poppies nationally.
